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In Star Trek, one of the perennial enemies of the Federation is the Borg. They believe in a one-consciousness that almost makes zombie-like creatures of the Collective. They cannot think for themselves and totally follow the mind of the leader.
This is perhaps an ideal situation for leadership, followership and unity but is not accurate with God’s will for these times.
You see, God wants us to be our own prophets: individually interpreting His mind.
Just as good as it is for all to have the same consciousness; it is also as easy to pollute said Collective, by simply polluting the head or leader. Once he or she has missed their bearings (even if it’s by one degree), the whole body is in danger of losing their way.
And this has been happening in the World and in the body of Christ
Our understanding – or lack of it – of the five fold ministry has dented our personal relationships with the Holy Spirit rather than enhance it (in most cases). It has become tedious for most to truly SEEK GOD and KNOW Him for themselves...which has always been God’s desire and plan. Instead, our walk with God is fuelled by circumstances and situations, feelings and emotions and perceptions and ideologies that have not been thoroughly screened through the eye of God’s Word as led by the Holy Spirit. 
The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of Prophecy. He reveals to us at all times, what the Will of the Father is, was and will be. Get that, at any time, we can know God’s ‘was, is and is to come’ thoughts!
The book of 1 Kings 13, tells a chilling story emphasising the need to be your own prophet. A nameless man of God had declared the Word of the Lord to the King and shown by feats that He indeed was of God, sent by God! The King invited the Man of God to dinner but he refused quoting the instructions the Lord God had given him, which included ‘no social calls’.
Subsequently an ‘old prophet’ heard of the Man of God’s exploits from his sons and saddled up to meet him. He met the Man of God under the oak tree and eventually cajoled, lied and bullied him into breaking God’s instruction and following him to his house. What the king failed to do, the ‘old prophet’ or ‘respected elder’ or ‘loving family member’ was able to achieve.
The sad thing about this story is that as this Man of God sat and dined, the old prophet was used to declare the punishment for his disobedience to instruction: death. 
Though it was the fault of the lying prophet, who bullied this Man of God with lies about hearing from angels, God still punished his servant because he disobeyed His instructions.
This basically means: hear from God for yourself and stick doggedly to His instructions, no matter who approaches you to do otherwise. It’s not a very popular message among leaders whose sense of value and relevance is too often seen in the strength, quality and Zombie-like service of their membership and not in simply doing what they were told to do by the God who called them, anointed them and ordained them for HIS service.
And maybe that is the problem; we do not honour or trust each other’s ability to ‘hear God’. And most times with good reason. We therefore establish a mechanism of control and (dare I say) manipulation. The fact is, a lot of us hear what our itching ears want to hear. A lot of us do not seek God and have not separated ourselves to live wholly for Him. Fact is, a lot of us would not know what to do unless we are expressly told by someone we either fear or respect. But it is important to the Lord that we strive for a powerful and HOLY Spirit-led life where the basic things are done, no matter what you hear.
Basic things such as:
1.       Your life is no longer your own, you are a new creature and hence old things have passed away and all things will become new
2.       The harvest is plenty and the labourers few. We must pray the Lord of the harvest send labourers, while we fulfil His commission and go into all the World making disciples of men
3.       We daily carry our cross and follow Him, even if it means leaving all behind. Our devotion to God cannot have conditions or strings attached.
4.       Mercy and Grace. Two concepts that we can never understand. Two words that make God,  God and leave us beneficiaries hence forcing us to never forget that we are all basically the same...lest one begin to think of himself more highly than he ought
5.       Judgement: sure thing and will most certainly be dependent on not what you did with each day but what He expected of you from each day...big difference!’
6.       Repent! The Kingdom of God is at hand. Our lives must reflect a people getting ready...a people who will give an account...a people who know the times and seasons they are in
7.       Finally, love. Perhaps the hardest of all. ‘’Love your neighbour as yourself’ is an unsolvable riddle to most. Yet it covers a multitude of sins. It is God’s ultimate pre-requisite to judging the hearts of men.
The importance of getting into a serious and very private walk with God cannot be overstated. There is a hypnosis or ‘jazz’ that just last night was sent to the church and especially to those on missions. It will send most into a sleep-walk state where they are only partially aware of what they are doing and seem incapable of waking up from it. God’s mercy will extend to those whose walk is with Him, even though they are connected to ‘the Collective’ and serve it. It will soon be seen that their ‘personal and rebel-like’ decisions will eventually save the whole.
However, let me add a super-stern warning. The 5 fold ministry is designed to equip saints for the work of the ministry; to bring us into a unity of the faith. God still works with the corporate and doesn’t like the idea of mavericks who think they need no one and are not accountable to anyone. That is a big fat lie and will only serve to destroy any such thinking person. At the same time, it is not a ticket to be an ‘old prophet’. 
Therefore, may the worship of our God in personal praise be true and not filled with visions of impressing others. May the object of our affections be Jesus and Him alone. May the Watchers open their eyes all the more and may the Zeal of the Lord drive them to speak the truth unto a Sleeping Church.
May no man know his neighbour again after the Flesh. Instead may we all with heads bowed consider Him Who has redeemed the heart and soul from hell and expects us to serve Him completely, having forgiven us of our sins and set us on His path of great mercy and inconsolable grace.
