THE BUSINESS OF SOD

SOD is a ministry that runs as a club. It does not seek the interests of self and is completely service based. It is non profit and receives its income through the following means:

1. Donations and Contributions (through Gratitud partners for example)
2. Levies and Dues (from members)

3. Honorariums and Gifts (from other ministries)

4. Seeds and Free-will offerings (from friends, families and members)

5. Tithes & Pledges (from members mainly)

The business of SOD according to Acts 6 is performed primarily through SOD TAKES 2 which has the following product and service offerings:

1. TV dance shows

2. Dance consulting and networking

3. Corporate dance training

4. Dance branding and product promos

5. Road-shows

6. Dance classes

7. Professional dance performances.

These operations are first instituted to serve to meet the financial needs of the club main activities and secondly to provide gainful employment/remuneration to qualified members.

To participate in the ‘dance business’, SOD TAKES 2 demands training through the Better Dancing program. Besides this, members are encouraged to train or develop themselves in whatever manner as long as it does not:

1. Compromise Christian principles, faith and values; and

2. Compromise their commitment to God’s service through Spirit of David

Only ‘graduates’ of the BD program can fully function as instructors/dancers in any SODT2 project (apart from CDC), unless otherwise stated by the CC.
Better Dancing holds in both East and West and will produce graduates every 6 months. However, projects may –of necessity-employ the services of other SOD or non-SOD members on a professional and contractual agreement as the need arises.

“Keep It In the Family” is the new slogan/watch-word for ensuring all professional dance engagements, programs, performances, shows or events pass through SOD TAKES 2. The reasons for these are obvious but will still be stated as:

1. Kingdom control

2. Preserve selflessness

3. Develop a reward as opposed to payment mentality

4. Attracting the blessing that comes with the calling

5. Preserve our corporate mission to redefine dance

6. Quality control

7. Relevance to corporate vision

All pro dancers (or aspiring) must register with SOD TAKES 2 in order to be employed for any programs, events or services. Registration is free and makes for a more planned and effective approach to the work.

THE TWIN CONTINENT TOUR

We need to prepare more for our tour and ministrations at any level. The Lord said, 

“We will only get invitations to ministrations, when we have His message to deliver and we will only have an open door of utterance to the nations when we are ready to share His Word to our generation.”
Therefore, please take note:

Important Definitions


Soaking: ‘Soaking’ is the deep, uncompromising, relentless preparation towards a show via prayer, the Word, practices/rehearsals and administration. All good shows have to be soaked in the anointing and the understanding of the message and how it relates to us and our generation.
A show: the communication of a God-given message via dance. As grand as we always want our shows to be, the message remains the only reason we are sent in the first place and must take priority over the show…a skin is because of the wine…not for itself. 
Preparation: the earnest, willing work towards a show that reflects how much value you place on it, the message and the One who sends the messengers!
Admin will be in two parts:

1. Fund-raising and general admin

2. The Projects

CB Radio – prepares the radio jingles in the form of 1 minute radio dramas that take a sketch from a scene and presents it in ‘radio form’ with the required promo script

D2BD TV – works on TV slots and promos featuring the best of our shows and our tour experience on and off stage. This is also directed at increasing the awareness of the tour to relevant quarters in our country.

A-LIGHT – working with a telecoms company, SOD will boast of staging one of our tour shows at the winning location in Nigeria. “Just vote where you want an SOD dance show to hold anywhere in your country and in 90 days, the city with the highest number of votes will have one staged there! This offers a unique opportunity to promote the tour and provide incredible mileage to the sponsoring organization. This will be a special collaboration by A-LIGHT with SOD TAKES 2 and SPAN.
XPLODE & FRESH: Both, through their activities, will provide footage for the club’s proposals and documentaries…as well as maintain consistent publicity for the Oct 1 show titled “The Gathering”. Xplode & Fresh members also form the core organizing committee for 1st October show and the Tour

THROW & TOO COOL: Both maintain a strong focus on their mission, also providing documentary footage on the impact SOD is having in reaching out to young people of the ‘social kind’.

Tour Participation

For any member of SOD to participate in the tour, they must fully satisfy the following criteria:


1. Paid CF dues to date

2. Has been a member for at least 6 months prior to application.

3. Has actively attended ALL SOD meetings (rehearsal and prayer) with a minimum 80% regularity.

4. Has participated in at least one ministration in 8 weeks prior to application

5. Is born-again, Spirit-filled and following Jesus, not self.
6. Will be available for at least 80% of all related TCT meetings, practices and rehearsals.

7. Has a valid Nigerian or foreign passport that will not expire ANY TIME in 2009
8. Has taken all required medical precautions to date

9. Does not suffer any phobias such as height, enclosed places, water etc

10. Is of sound health physically, emotionally and mentally as at the time of application

11. Is fully submitted to the vision of God in Spirit of David
