SUMMARY OF SOD CALENDAR 2011

1. D.I
“D.I.” stands for Decisive Issues Conference which is a yearly retreat where the mission and vision of the club for the year is sought. The bible reference for DI is found in Matt 7:21(NLT). 

This year the theme for DI is “IN HIS SERVICE” and will be hosted by the Ibadan branch between the 25th and 27th of February. All members must realize the importance of this conference and although all members must seek to attend, participation will be selected from the different branches with the aim of having a balanced number of both old and new members. 

Head of Branches and the Head of the DI committee (Edidiong Essien) will finalize arrangements concerning the conference.

2. CT3
CT3 is the clubs way of saying Celebrity Takes 2, Seasons 3. Like all other Takes 2 projects, it has a project manager whose mandate is to see to the effective and successful planning and execution of Celebrity Takes 2. All project managers were appointed by the CC SOD and the Chairman of SOD Takes 2 who has clearly emphasised that operations must be independent of all other sod activities, the eventual harmonizing and sync would be left to the prerogative of the chief coordinator. Project managers work hand in hand with senior managers and board of SOD Takes 2.

Partnerships and sponsorships are essential this year (as always) however, from the 2 seasons done we have learnt to minimise compulsory costs by establishing reputable partnerships.

Two of the takes 2 projects will be yearly (Celebrity takes 2 and CDC) while Office Takes 2 and Kiddies Takes 2 will be every other year i.e. KT2 will be in February 2012 giving us a year to properly prepare for it.

3.  THE COMPLETION OF THE TOUR

4.  1st QUARTER CLASS ARRANGEMENTS
Spirit of David branches around the world will return to the class system structure in 2011. That means everyone in a branch will belong to a class! SOD began this way back in 1997 and the CC was even led (when the ministry first began) to ask people if they wanted to join “a dance school headed by Segun Lawal”. 
In translation this means that for the first quarter, members will be part of a class mandated to produce 3 new dances in stated time. They will be headed by a Class Monitor and comprise of bona fide members (including persons who joined through the Projects). Classes will rotate every quarter and only for the first quarter will we focus exclusively on classes. This mean all ministrations, projects, performances and outings are suspended to allow us build up ourselves and our dance library.

Lagos, for example, will have 5 classes with an average membership of 20 per class! Branches with smaller numbers are advised to have a smaller number of classes.

All classes will imbibe Better Dancing techniques – as the vision of Better Dancing is to improve the overall dance presentation of the Spirit of David member!  

Lagos branch members can download their class assignments for the first quarter from the web site.

5. BRANCH SHOWS
In as much as we encourage all branches to have at least ONE show in a year, it is important to put on a show as led and not for the “entertainment” of it. Therefore, shows are received by the CC and branches are required to plan and fund their shows. In order to avoid issues in planning or execution, budgets and plans are to be submitted to the Head of Branches and copied to the CC for approval.
