

Scotland Show: Tour Participation Pre-requisites:

1. Valid international passport that will not expire in 2011
2. FULL participation in all selected dance meetings, fellowships and prayer meetings according to Preparation Timetable

3. Right standing with coordinator (requiring signed letter)

4. Full club membership for at least 1 year (except with special pardon from the CC).

5. You are able to meet ALL Visa requirements 

6. You are financially capable of the N275, 000.00 fee for participation.

7. You have previous documented travel experience


Prep Mandates:

1. All members will apply for visas individually.
2. Visas must be obtained before the 20 March, 2011
3. First payment of N175, 000.00 to be made by March 20, 2011.

4. Failure to meet payments on time will immediately meet with disqualification.
5. Limited spaces available: first 18 complete payments make the team.

6. Sponsorship/Fund-raising letters will be issued from February 1, 2011 and must receive full authorisation from the CC.

Show Synopsis:

"My Life"
This show is perhaps one of the most daring presentations Spirit of David has staged. Its approach to the subject of 'death' and 'the end' are critically interpreted, objectively creative and yet reeking of the undeniable and unshakable Truth of God's Word!
Set in the beautiful landscape of Scotland, Spirit of David will hold the first of her tour shows outside the African continent.
About 20 members will leave Nigeria to join with the UK branch members on the 27th May 2011 to spend a weekend honouring ministration invitations in London, England before moving on to Edinburgh and Glasgow.
The story My Life is inspired by the true story as told by Jesus found in Luke 16. It speaks of a rich man and a beggar. Both die and find themselves in two different locations. The torment the rich man experiences drives him to beg Abraham to send someone from the dead who would convince his family members still alive of the truth of the after life and of course, the absolute necessity to receive Jesus as Lord and Saviour.
Based on this, a show has been scripted that begins with the death of a young lady. It reflects the shock and suddenness of death...the revelation of the meaning of life and the regret of not being more 'aware' of the Truth. She eventually ends up before the judgment seat of Christ (Romans 14.10) to learn what the totality of her existence on Earth equates to.
7 dances will help tell the story in a sombre, yet inspiring way.
The CC insists this is one aspect of life most people avoid like a plague - and with every good reason. Yet, it is the surest and most inevitable event in each person's existence and therefore must be adequately and scripturally prepared for.

My Life: The Plot

Scene 1: Expired

Doctors work frantically to save a patient. She is non-responsive. After several attempts, she is pronounced dead and the time called.

A white clothed is laid over her head and the doctors walk out.

Lights change to a strange hue of blue. A single light source shines onto the operating table and slowly, the patient rises from the bed…leaving a body behind.

“Supernatural” begins.

In “Supernatural” we explore the various beliefs surrounding death. The setting is not a place of heaven or hell yet especially since she is yet to be judged. She is coming to terms with the shocking revelation that she is dead. The dance is passionate, sharp and sometimes (especially at mood changes or break-downs) it is even subtle.

Scene 2: Laid to rest

This song is one of two Iona dances to feature in this show. Iona, perhaps more than any other group I know, have always been a major consideration when planning a tour in the UK.

Wave After Wave speaks volumes of the transient nature of life & the sense of continuity of existence, yet finality to all we have learnt and know.

The central character, the Patient, after the Supernatural scene has to come to terms with her death. She attends her own funeral unseen & unnoticed by all present except a strange piper (who features prominently in the song).

His flute tolls the bells of transition. She must give up all she knew and embrace the fresh revelation that she is on her way to the Judgment Seat.

At the funeral, she sees friends & acquaintances. Most mourn, some are indifferent, one or two are aloof.

The scene begins with the Patient talking. She speaks of life & now death. She talks of the many things she wished she had done & the people she had grown to love.

As light rises on stage we are at a grave sight. The priest is reading her eulogy. The coffin bearers stand solemnly around her coffin. She walks around the people, wafting in & out of parents & loved ones.

Song starts.

A bag pipe plays. A flutist appears from behind the priest. A violinist plays by the right side of stage.

Patient dances in solo for the first bars. When the beat joins...the coffin bearers start dancing. They are 6. Must be 6.

No one seems to notices. The priest's voice drowns into the background. Patient still dances with bearers.

"Music in every sound" sees the Patient responding to the cries, wails and beauty of death.

First breakdown: She drinks in the flutist bars as bearers return to their still repose as if they hadn't been dancing.

Patient dances slowly to the words, when she begins to sing again.

As song builds again to chorus, she is joined by other spirits arising from behind tomb stones and from various parts of the stage. They are dressed in white. The choreography is powerful. Tears flow as the bearers begin to lower the coffin. Priest offers the grace making sign of the cross. Dust is thrown.

Dancing grows in intensity. Spirits dance with the instrumentalists. It’s powerful. It’s Beautiful.

At the very end when the music cuts...Patient is alone: under a spot light in a dark, dark place.

Scene 3: My Search for Answers

Act 1: Life on the Streets

The Patient takes us to earth to the live she lived before death, we meet some of her friends and the kind of influences she had to face and overcome.

Patient reflects on her life on Earth and tries to pin point when she made life changing decisions [based on research we can decide what it is in Scotland’s youth culture that affects them and then center the scene around that].

It is meant to be a contemporary depiction of society’s influence on young people. There will be 3 street preachers [whatever the research points to e.g. drug dealers, gangs etc]

Through out there is an impression of movement, groups come in and move out.

With every chorus of the song we are reminded of the attempt of the gospel to impact people in the society and how it is often ignored or bypassed by such influences.

Towards the end of the song, she is offered a ticket to attend a big carnival

(A voice over would be in the background saying if only she had known how important that ticket would have been).

Song fades and transits into carnival scene


Act 2: A Carnival Ticket, a Crystal Ball.
The scene opens in a carnival [magicians, showmanship, gypsies, clothing exaggerated]

(We hear the sound of amusement park rides in the background)

[Have 8-10 people as gypsies]

There is a big sign that is arched with the words welcome to the carnival of life [preferably written in a local Scottish dialect]

She walks in through the arch towards the center of the carnival. There is a table with a crystal ball on it and a woman covered in a cloak and hood. Prior to that, she was asking people where she could redeem her ticket and they pointed her to the crystal ball and she moves towards the lady with the crystal ball [people follow her behind as she approaches crystal ball as if waiting to see what will happen].

She approaches the woman and the song starts when a hand sticks out from under the cloak beckoning her to sit down.
